The award season is moving forward. The Golden Globes are over and the 
Oscar season is almost upon us. Despite the glamorous aspect of these events, 
they trigger more and more debate over the question of representation of 

minorities in the movie and TV shows industry and therefore at the ceremonies. 
Many speeches have addressed this issue over the years, one remembers Marlon 
Brando’s acceptance speech delivered by Sacheen Littlefeather in 1973 or Eddie 
Murphy’s speech at the Oscars in 1998. This leads us to wonder whether minorities 
are underrepresented on screen. It would thus be interesting to first explore the 
positive evolution of the minorities’ representation on screen, to then show the glass 
ceiling effect the minorities still face today.
